3. Police Report  
Due to recent circumstances involving a death on Station Road there were no Police in attendance and a written report was provided.
ANTISOCIAL BEHAVIOUR: 19 Incidents ~ There has been an increase in the number of incidents reported this month.  Some of the perpetrators  have been identified & will be dealt with in due course. Hopefully there will be a decrease now the schools have re-opened.                                                                                                    
CRIME: 6 burglaries ~ There has been an increase in incidents relating to burglary (no repeat locations).  9 shopliftings ~ There has been an increase in incidents this month, all from the Co-Op at Fearnhead & The Police are working with the staff to reduce the amount of shoplifting. 4 thefts ~ There has been an increase reported this month (no repeat locations). 1 theft of a car, which has been located. 16 criminal damage ~ a lot of which has been perpetrated in the Vulcan & Valiant Close area.                                                         OTHER ~ There has been an increase in most offences this month & a lot of work is ongoing to deal with those responsible. As stated above the nature of some of the incidents may reflect the time of year (school holidays).

5. Matters Arising  There were no matters arising

6. Management Committee Volunteers GO  invited new  volunteers, as we have lost some members through illness etc., to join the Management Committee.

7. Financial Report  ~ for the period ending 31st August  2019  has been approved by the LRA Management Committee and details of income and expenditure (for September and year to date) were presented to residents.  Gift Aid has been applied for and recently approved HMRC, with £200.62 now Gift Aided to LRA.

8. Cheshire Community Foundation (CCF)& ‘Bright Ideas’ update  Re-application for funding to CCF for Afternoon Teas & Seated Exercise Classes is pending. This provides an opportunity to bid for additional monies for things which will benefit our residents.  Providing a re-cap, PA explained that volunteers had offered to join his ‘Bright Ideas’ Group at the last Residents’ Meeting, and they  met 13th August to put their heads together & generate a fantastic total of ideas.  The Ideas were sorted into 3 categories to make the next steps manageable.  LRA Management Committee considered Category 1 ideas on 5 September ~ agreeing what’s in & what’s out for our combined CCF bid. Things left out, for now, are those which are already provided for elsewhere around our community (PA will gather & summarise existing community activities available eg, in ‘The Grapevine’, ‘Village Scene,’ Padgate Library, Padgate Community Centre, and those offered by ‘Livewire,’ & will aim to make the news regularly available in our monthly Newsletter)  or require more work. Things left in will be discussed with CCF ahead of the bid deadline (11 October). And our final bid will be submitted on-line on 8 October. Whatever additional grant we may receive our ‘Bright Ideas Team will consider implementation, & how to turn money into action. BUT whatever the outcome of our bid, we will need more volunteers to make this work. And of course our Category 2 & 3 ideas will remain valid and will be considered via other funding opportunities available to LRA. 

9. Update on Harper’s Green The building is u-shaped & being progressed in 3 phases ~ Phase 1 is adjacent to the school field side; Phases 2 & 3 follow around.  All concrete floors on the 3 floors have now been laid. Windows and patio doors have been installed on the Ground & 1st & 2nd Floors plus Phase 1 of the 3rd floor is complete.  1st & 2nd mechanical and electrical fix is complete on the ground & 1st floors, & Phase 1 & 2 to the 2nd floor. The roofing works will be the next major stage on the contract to get the building watertight to allow internal fitting out of the apartments, plasterboard to studwork & walls etc. Every endeavour has been taken on-site to eradicate any mud getting carried onto Harper’s Road by means of a fully hard-cored site.  All deliveries are fully communicated and co-ordinated on-site, with delivery slots to stop any major disruption to the local residents, school and local public. The building has 4 storeys around and 3 elevations at the back  where it overlooks Carpenter Grove . The building will always look bigger whilst there is scaffolding in place. The building’s height is as is now, & will have a flat roof to the whole area. Two “Open Days” are to be held in Padgate Village Club provided  by Torus, on Saturday 23rd and Sunday 24th November 2019.
The site manager, Andy Adamson, who provides this information for us, asks, “If  your members have any complaints or compliments about the project please don't hesitate to contact me.”     
                     
10. Co-op Community Fund –  currently stands at £1300+. Huge thanks to residents who have registered Longbarn Residents’ Association as their chosen Charity at The Co-OP. This will be allocated to the Fallowfield Play Area scheme.  Amazon Smile’s donations amount to around £20 to date. 11. Defibrillator  ~ has now been housed outside Raj’s Shop.  We still need a code for the box and this is being followed up by Bob McLaughlin.  As the defibrillator needs a small supply of electricity to maintain the safe and correct temperature of the box, Raj has kindly supplied this free of charge … Nice one, Raj. The North West Ambulance Service will provide training to enable us to make good use of this vital equipment.

12. The Land Trust ~ require those who maintain areas of their land on the Longbarn estate to have a license.  Our initial  application has been rejected but we have re-applied and we’re awaiting  a response. Meanwhile an application for help from a group of volunteers working for the Land Trust known as ‘Green Angels’ has been submitted.
